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Affidavit of William Sherrill


I, William Sherrill, first being duly sworn, deposes and states the following to be true under penalty of perjury:


1. Marcia Sherrill is my sister and I was an employee of KS International dba KLEINBERG SHERRILL for ten years. I resided with William Kleinberg, my sister and my niece, Anabelle Kleinberg when as the company was in finical distress and could not pay me enough money to afford my own apartment.

2. I have known Mr. Kleinberg since he started dating my sister in 1980. He has never called my parents or made any gestures to be a thoughtful or considerate son-in-law.


  3. Until I started working with Mr. Kleinberg he never contacted me or saw me unless it was Christmas although my sister has spent weeks with his family, attended all their family functions and has several of his nieces and nephews live with them throughout the years. When my Mother had Breast Cancer Mr. Kleinberg never called her but when his Mother had cancer, Marcia flew to Montgomery Alabama and cared for her and his father who is in a wheel chair. She cleaned the wounds, kept logs of the blood from the shunts, and bathed Mrs. Kleinberg with whom she is very close. She is also extremely close to his 3 nieces, Alison, Julie and Amanda as well as his 2nd cousins Jacob and Joshua Segal and was very close to his cousin Patricia Davis who she profiled in her book PORTRAITS of HOPE, before her death from cancer several years ago. She attend every funeral, bar and bat mitzvah, anniversary and family vacation and wedding. She was a close member of the family.


  4. When I worked for KLEINBERG SHERRILL I was in charge of belt production, handbag production and sales and some design with Marcia.


  5. Marcia was responsible for all design, all marketing materials, advertising and promotions .She wrote all of the Business Plans, designed all of the Logos, corporate packaging, stationary, worked directly with all vendors, foreign and domestic. She designed 3 Company-owned stores and acted as The General Contractor. She wrote the Business plans and all materials to secure International Clients including Takashimaya and Harvey Nichols traveling to Tokyo and London and designing the in-store boutiques throughout Japan and at Harvey Nichols. She was nominated to be a member of the Council of Fashion Designers of America and is the only Southern member. Marcia further worked on all of the sales efforts as she compiled potential store lists and worked with the salespeople on their calls, the direct mail pieces and did all of the presentations to Department Stores.


 


  6. Marcia recruited employees to move South, including Mirislay Petrusik and Magda. She also designed the company websitewww.kleinbergsherrill.com.


 


  7. Even when they had a live-in Nanny Marcia spent all of her free time with Anabelle. When Anabelle was a toddler, before pre-school, Marcia enrolled and took her to Gymboree in Atlanta, Gymanstics in New York and French For Tots in New York. To my knowledge Mr. Kleinberg not only did not help find these important early development activites but never went.


 


  8. As Anabelle got older Marcia through her friends got Anabelle a coveted spot at Park Avenue Christian Church Day School and the did the entire Kindergarten application process with elaborate essays and single-handedly got Anabelle into Hewitt.

While Anablle was in Atlanta during the summers Marcia enrolled her in numerous activities including 2 years at The Speech School's Camp Grasshopper, Creme de la Crème camp, 3 years at Chastain Art Camp and picked her up and dropped her off 99% of the time. She also enrolled Anabelle at The Westminster Summer Camp and The Pace Academy camp although Anabelle decided they were not for her and she dropped out.


 


   10.Marcia made friends at Borders Book store where she and Anabelle went every Tuesday and Thursday morning from 10:30 to 12 for Children's activities. Mr. Kleinberg never went to Borders. Marcia and Anabelle when she was a toddler made friends with a boy in our neighborhood (we were living at 3984 Peachtree Dunwoody Road) named xxxx xxxxxxx and  the 2 were together 4 days a week at our house.


 


11. Marcia had a big baby pools pu tup in the front and back yards and spent sunny days playing in the pools with the kids. She took both children to their favorite places, Chuckie Cheese and The Hastings Nursey where there was a model train, parrots, animals and a play area with popcorn. She entertained both children.


 


  11. Because in the late 90's we had little or no money Marcia could not buy things for Anabelle so instead she painted an elaborate mural in her Nursery of Winnie-the-Pooh that covered all walls and the ceiling.


 


  12. WE enteredinto an equity partnership with Mr. Fred Distenfeld in________. Mr. Distenfeldpaid Marcia, gave her a company Jaguar and took her to Europe to the importantTrade shows. I went with Marcia to Italy. Mr. Distenfeld invested I believe over 2 million dollars but can not state an exact figure.


 


   13.Mr. Distenfeld became disappointed in his treatment by Mr. Kleinberg such that he felt uncomfortable coming to the store at 35 East 65th Street. Mr. Kleinberg refused to attend any of the weekly meetings in the store with the wholesale and retail; staff, Marcia and her design assistant. Everyone else enjoyed Mr. Distenfeld and felt he made a significant contribution over and above his continued financing of the business.


 


   14. Mr. Distenfeld felt that it was expensive and a poor business decision to have a store and factory in Atlanta Georgia when the 3 of the 4 principals resided inNew York. Mr. Distenfeld had a factory in Long Island City, where he stored skins from his other, primary, business, Disbrok trading (a tanner of exotic skins and distributor). He prudently wanted to consolidated in one location and relocated the production to New York where all of the main suppliers are and where all of the skilled labor resides.


       

        14. I was promised repeatedly by Mr. Kleinberg that I owned a %  of KS International. I was told that my yearly bonuses would be paid "when we had money." I was told that Marcia was a full partner. Despite repeated requests for documentation, stocks, etc., Mr. Kleinberg would act insulted and stomp away. He said "Don't you trust me?
