Dear Mr. McDonough:

Enclosed please find amended responses to plaintiff’s notice of discovery and inspection and attached responsive documents.
Again please find defendants notice of discovery and inspection and notice of deposition. In response to your letter of earlier today, please note that I shall request the court for leave to enlarge the time for request for discovery, in part based on my inadvertent failure as a result of a scheduling failure to serve these requests earlier, and in part based on the high volume of data produced in regard to the parties’ company, Leathergoods, Inc., especially since a cursory examination reveals that your client has appeared to have run almost one hundred (100%) percent of his and his family’s expenses, from rent to food to vacations, etc, through the company, thus rendering his claims of low income spurious.

You apparently conceded that you have failed to produce responses to the interrogatories served June 1, 2004 as well as a petition and an answer to the counterclaim.

My last letter, and as is this one, is an attempt to amicably resolve these issues absent full motion practice, which will include a motion to dismiss the petition and to render a default judgment against your client as well as for evidentiary and monetary sanctions in regard to his failure to answer the interrogatories after 3 months despite my written requests to you for the same on June 21, 2004, July 12, 2004 and August 31, 2004. I have been more than patient.
My sincere feeling is that if forced by hardnosed tactics, we can surely expend copious fees at the expense of our clients only to have the court grant my extension of time and to allow your client some time to produce what is currently lacking. Given that your client (and mine) professes to be very short on funds, I believe it appropriate to stipulate to some solid dates by which to exchange these items, including the deposition of our clients.

Finally in regard to your “offense” at my claim that your office has assisted in the delay of the copying/scanning of the documents produced, I take umbrage at your assertion that I would in any way set forth a false claim in a letter. While I have been impressed with the cooperation accorded by your firm and Mr. Goren regarding the scanning of the voluminous documents produced, the fact remains that his or your firm’s busy schedule has prevented my firm from assigning a paralegal on a continual basis until the work is complete. This fact is not an indictment of your firm, but simply a truth that such has slowed the process down considerably. Mr. Goren was to have contacted me at least a week ago regarding when we could continue scanning and still has not despite my multiple written requests over the last two weeks. The fact that Mr. Goren has written to me on other issues without addressing this one is somewhat perplexing therefore. In regard to your assertion that we kept Mr. Goren waiting for hours, such appears to be wildly exaggerated considering that Mr. Goren’s apparent sole duties during the scanning are to escort us in and out. Nonetheless, the day in question, the paralegal failed to appear unbeknownst to me and was immediately fired as a result. I immediately extended my apologies. That you should seek to throw such back at me is unfortunate.
I believe our clients are best served by some cooperation between us in regard to these discovery issues. I am concurrently writing to Judge Drager in an effort to address these issues absent formal motion practice. I suggest we speak to each other via phone and work out as much as we can prior to our court appearance this Friday.
