As you have been made aware by the several attorneys I have contacted (Ms. Eleanor Alter Esq., Mr. Bernard Dworkin Esq., Mr. Elliott Samuelson Esq., Mr. Douglas Colbert Esq., Mr. Steven Glassman Esq., and Ms. Amy Saltzman Esq.) I am unable to retain consul without a retainer agreement. I have pawned my Mothers engagement ring and made attempts to borrow to no avail. Mr. Kleinberg has paid your firm $15,000.00 and as we are co-owners of a company, KLEINBERG SHERRILL, I am being denied access to any capital.

I have repeatedly told Mr. Kleinberg to be fair including disclosing all assets of the company to preclude costly legal and forensic accounting, formalize all ownership including rescinding all covert activities such as illicit UCC filings against both the trademark and the Equipment, and set-up an agreeable and fair custody agreement.

I will agree to a divorce after the ten year anniversary on October 22nd, 2004 and will renounce any claims against Mr. Kleinberg’s shares in Titan and will expect him to renounce all claims against my as-yet unpublished works.
